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Missouri Campus Compact Micro-Grant Announcement and Request for Proposals 2011 FACULTY GRANT 
Missouri Campus Compact will offer micro-grants of up to $300.00 for proposals regarding the transformation of courses by individual faculty members on member campuses that seek to 1) redesign an existing course to include service-learning as a teaching and learning strategy; 2) conduct research with/on undergraduate students on the impact of service-learning/community engagement/public scholarship on students or community agencies; or 3) research conducted by a faculty member with a community agency for the benefit of the community agency. 
Application Deadline:  Wednesday, March 18, 2011
Award Notification:  Wednesday, May 6, 2011

Eligibility:
Faculty members at Missouri Campus Compact member institutions. ONLY ONE SUBMISSION PER FACULTY MEMBER WILL BE CONSIDERED. 
To Apply:
A complete application will include the following:
1. A completed proposal.
2.  An itemized budget of expenses (included in the proposal form separate from this announcement) with the total amount requested clearly identified.  Common equipment purchases will not be considered a legitimate request.  (For example, it is the duty of the institutions to supply computers, printers, office furniture necessary for the institution’s teaching mission.  
3. A commitment to provide a written report of the project upon its completion.
4. Signatures from the faculty member’s Chief Academic Officer and Chief Financial Officer.  These signatures are required to assure institutional recognition and support of the proposal.

Criteria for Awards:
Per Missouri Campus Compact by-laws, a three person committee, all from out of state, will evaluate and award the grants.  The Executive Director of Missouri Campus Compact will be available to the committee to answer questions, but will not chair the committee, nor have a vote.  This procedure has been approved by the Executive Committee of Missouri Campus Compact.  It has been adopted in order to assure all institutions fair evaluations of their proposals.  This committee will evaluate the proposals and select grant recipients.  Announcement of the committee’s decisions and the awards will be made May 6, 2011 via e-mail. 
Projects will be evaluated on the following criteria:
1. Does the proposal reflect the values of the national Campus Compact?  These values are stated by the Compact as:
· Civic engagement in participatory democracy as a fundamental responsibility of higher education
· Reflective service and service-learning that fosters the development of individual and institutional citizenship
· Transformational learning and leadership development
· Reciprocity between higher education and communities in mutually beneficial relationships
· The diverse individual, institutional, and community voices and contributions that reflect a participatory democracy
2. Is the proposal clearly written, and are the intended outcomes clearly described?
3. Does the proposal include how knowledge gained will be disseminated (across campus, state, discipline, community, etc.)? The recipient must commit to turning in a 2 page report on the course/project upon completion of the grant (see below).  Faculty members who do not submit a final report by the designated deadline will be required to return awarded funds.  Missouri Campus Compact will not reimburse expenses that exceed the award amount.
4. Geographical distribution of the grants may be a possible consideration.  This criterion will be left to the judgment of the outside Review Committee.

Final Report:
A final report is required of all successful applicants.  The final report must include the following:
1. An abstract of the project.
2. An evaluation of the project.
3. Future recommendations.
4. A detailed budget report including copies of all receipts.  DO NOT USE ROUNDED NUMBERS.
5. PLEASE NOTE: ALL UNUSED FUNDS MUST BE RETURNED TO MISSOURI CAMPUS COMPACT. FUNDS MUST BE USED FOR THE SUBMITTED PROJECT. FUNDS ARE NOT TRANSFERABLE TO OTHER PROJECTS.

Proposal Submission Format:
1. All proposals must be submitted in a Microsoft Word document.
2. Proposals must include the name, title, institution, address, phone number, fax number, and e-mail address of the person submitting the proposal. 
3. Proposal must have a project and/or course title. Project or course title must appear in top left-hand corner of all pages.
4. The proposal must include a 1-2 page description of the course/project.  
5. The proposal must include an itemized budget.
6. The proposal must include a statement of commitment to submit a final report by June 1, 2012.
7. The proposal must include the names of all required signatures (see number four under “To Apply”).
8.  Proposal must be submitted electronically via e-mail attachment to MelissaMace@missouristate.edu
9. Electronic proposals must be submitted by end of business on March 18, 2011. Required signed originals must be postmarked by April 1, 2011.
